2007 Fall Fountain Hills High School Chemical Olympics

This is the first Annual Competition

This competition is mandatory for all Honors and AP Students!

The competition events:

Semester I
1. Growing the largest Copper sulfate crystal.  The copper sulfate can be bought from Home depot and the growing process must be done in Dr. Paul’s lab.  The growing will start 1st week of September. 
2. Approximating the weight of an unknown Material.  You can only use a home made balance using popsicle sticks glue, paper clips and paper.  The maximum weight of the object will be 10 grams.
3. Identify the mass percent composition of an alcohol mixture.  The method of choice can be paper chromatography, UV lamps, distillation or chemical extraction.  The mixture will not be available till Ovctober.
4. Identifying the type of chemical reaction.  The reaction will not be seen till the day of the competition.  You may have one sheet of help aids for identification.
5. Float the greatest number of pennies on a weighing boat.  The boat setup can be made by the student using Wax paper only.  Only a sheet cut 10 x 10 centimeters can be used.  The liquid will be water.
6. Creating the highest purity of a crystal.  The crystals of competition 1 will be tested for water content. 

 General Rules

1. This competition will be in groups of two.

2. The classes will compete amoung themselves then the best team of each honors chem. Class will compete.  

3. The winning team will be awarded a medal and compete against the AP teams.

4. Then the best Honors chem. Team will compete against the AP teams. 
5. The winner of the AP team competition will win a medal and a cash prize.

Grading for Semester projects

1. A paper will be written by each team member describing how they intend to prepare to win the competition.  50%

2. Set minimums will be set for receiving an A, B,C,D F in each competition. (30%)

3. How many actual competitions are won or placed (1st, 2nd or 3rd) by the team will determine the balance of the points (20%)
