Course Description

Meeting for one three-hour period each week, students perform experiments and complete laboratory reports designed to complement the theory and concepts presented in the Chemistry 130 lecture


Corequisite: 
CHM 130 is a co-/prerequisite for the course. If you withdraw from the 






CHM 130 lecture before March 10th, you must also withdraw from the lab.




The instructor will not withdraw you after the 10th semester lab.
III.
Textbooks/Materials

You must download and print the CHM 130LL laboratory experiments from the CHM130LL course folder on GCC’s Palette. Instructions for downloading the experiments will be presented on the first day of lab. 

Students also need a basic scientific, non-programmable calculator that can perform exponential and logarithmic (log x) functions, such as a Texas Instruments TI-30X.

Some experiments also require OSHA-approved splash-proof goggles. (Note that safety glasses are not acceptable.) You must bring your own goggles, and you can leave them in the assigned goggle drawer for your section during the semester. Goggles may be purchased at the GCC Bookstore.

Course Requirements

Attendance: Students with more than 2 absences will receive a W or F. Students who attend and complete all the labs are not required to take the lab final. Students who drop the CHM 130 lecture   must also withdraw from the lab. June 5th is the last day for student-initiated withdrawals without an instructor’s signature. The instructor will not sign Drop slips After June 28th.
Laboratory Reports:  Each lab involves an experiment and/or activity to carry out and a lab 

report form to complete. Each lab report has a point value of 25 points. Lab reports are due at the end of each lab period, and no late reports are accepted. 

Final Exam:  Only students who miss a lab session are required to take the lab final exam.

Grades will be determined by a percentage of total possible points with the following distribution:
