COURSE OBJECTIVES

GRADING POLICY

Your grade in this course will be based on the following:

(1) Exams (45%)
There will be 3 exams worth 100 points each. No make-up exams are allowed with the exception of an emergency or illness. 

(2) Final (30%)
A standardizes final written by ACS will be given.  An “A” constitutes 3 or more correct answers above National average.  A “B” is achieved with at least 4 problems correct below the national; average.  A “C” is at least 10 problems below the national average.

(3) Homework* (20%)
A selection of problems will be assigned after each chapter for submission on the specified dates. Each problem is worth 10 points awarded based on the following:


10 points for all correct, 8 points for mostly correct,  and 5 points for trying.

(4) Attendance and
50 points will awarded for 90-100% class attendance and participation (5%)
reasonable class participation.

(5) Quizes ( 5% extra credit)
Prequizes will be given to prepare you for the actual test.  The more correct you get on theses the more extra credit you receive up to 5%.

At the end of the course the homework %, total points gained/total points possible will be calculated for inclusion in the overall course grade. All labs must be completed in order to pass the lab portion of the course. There will be no makeup labs. The Instructor reserves the right to possibly drop the lowest lab grade.
Lab reports handed in late may be graded for half credit.  Labs are due on the next lab day.  
Lab reports are to be typed in a standard lab format report format.  It will also include questions and problems if there are any for each lab.
The total points achieved out of the total possible will determine the lab grade using the previous scale,.

A Lab notebook is to be kept during each lab. It will contain a) your sign pre-lab summary of the procedure, b) the notes , data and observations for each lab. The lab notebook is to be a spiral bound book with all the material for each lab in it.  The lab notebook is due the last day of class.  Missing materials or missing the due date will cost up to 50% of that portion of the grade.
GRADES: Each lab is worth 35 points.  10 of these points are for the prelab and 15 are for the experimental write-up.  In addition the instructor gives 5 points per lab for a notebook write-up including title, all experiment safety information, and all directions needed to complete the lab. No electronic reproductions of the lab will be allowed without the instructors approval.

You are also graded on your abilities in the lab by the instructor.  This includes safety, cleanliness, preparedness coming to lab.  This is worth 5 points.
