Advanced Chemistry Olympiad

Rules:
1.  Every 2 – 3 weeks, a chemistry problem will be distributed that will challenge students to employ the principles introduced in the APChemistry class to generally solve a problem or meet a challenge.  Additional details will be distributed on a project sheet.


2.  The students may work in the chemistry laboratory during free hours, but must be supervised by a chemistry instructor.  Students may, upon obtaining written permission from the instructor, request materials and may perform non-hazardous operations outside the laboratory.  Students may use most of the laboratory equipment and substances limited in the exercise description.

3.  Students may work individually, or in teams of up to four members.  Credit for the semester project will be distributed based on the self-evaluation of the contribution of each member of the team.  Credit is based on effort, creativity, and the application of relevant principles.  

4.  Students’ projects will be evaluated during the lunch period on the due date (generally Friday).


5.  Projects will be evaluated according to the following criteria:



a.  Effectiveness at accomplishing task



b.  Theoretical soundness



c.  Practical efficiency & cost minimization


d.  Clear, concise explanation of operation, including relevant chemical principles.

Result and estimate of how close to the goal you will come..



The paper is the lab grade


6.  The winning team for each exercise will be awarded extra credit of 5%, second place = 4%, third place 3% etc.(distributed among the team members).  All other teams will be awarded points based on the criteria outlined above.  There is no limit to the number of teams that may be awarded pts on each exercise, nor is a successful attempt necessary to earn points.
