Thank you for your email.

 Regarding your questions: 1.Can we use a machine that makes streams of bubbles into a wall or does it need to be one bubble? - Yes, you can make streams of bubbles into a wall and it does not have to be one bubble.

 2.Can we use gasses other than air to fill the bubbles? - No, you have to use air to fill the bubbles.

 3.Does the bubble need to remain motionless for 10 seconds or can it move say in a falling manner for 10 seconds? - The bubble wall should stay up continuously (motionless) for a munimum of 5 seconds.
