The training involves two weeks in Denver at a research facility as well as classroom lab techniques. The grant is sponsored by McRel, the nation Science Foundation and others. “NanoTeach, a DRK12, National Science Foundation (NSF) project, is developing and testing a professional development model employing an instructional framework that empowers science teachers to integrate nanoscience and technology (NS&T) into their existing high school curricula. It is a collaboration between Mid-continent Research for Education and Learning (McREL), the Stanford Nanofabrication Facility (SNF), the Georgia Institute of Technology, the National Nanotechnology Infrastructure Network (NNIN), and ASPEN Associates, an applied research and evaluation organization.
This year-long, professional development experience will be accomplished through a combination of face-to-face and online meetings. Using the Designing Effective Science Instruction (DESI) framework, participants will learn how to integrate and implement NS&T concepts as represented by The Big Ideas of Nanoscience and Technology into at least two existing lessons (each lesson a minimum of 2-3 days).”
